April 1942 zu

entkommen.

Nach einem fantastischen Periplus von 800 Km per Eisenbahn gelang General GIRAUD

am 19. April 1942 ins Elsass. RenC ORTLIEB welcher Bfters Fluchtlinge in seinem

Wagen beftirderte, fuhrte ihn nach Liebsdorf *.

Translation of Bulletin 07 Text:

Word from the President -

A few of our cousins and faithful members have not yet remembered to send in their
dues for this year. I t 's time to do so now, forIwould be particularly disappointed to have to
announce at our next general meeting that membership had again declined. Besides, in 2003
we will be changing presidents, and in order to vote, your dues must be paid up.

Some of you might have thought that, like some unscrupulous shopkeepers, the
Association had seized upon the recent change to Euros as a chance to boost our income, since
20 Euros i s equivalent to 131.19 Francs, whereas dues had been 130 Francs. In fact, when our
Bylaws were first being drawn up in 1998, knowing that in 2002 we would be changing to
Euros,Iasked that dues be set at 20 and 10 Euros (see articles 16.1.2 and 16.1.3) - and then
until the changeover we simplified things by rounding dawn 131.19 and 65.59 Francs to 130
and 65 respectively. So between 1998 and 2002, you've actually been enjoying whatIwil l
refer to as "a discount for social good" that, like the Franc, has now passed into History.

RenC Ortlieb 1908-1945

On 17 April 1945, just a few hours before the Liberation, H i d e r , seeing that the war
was lost, in a fit of murderous rage had Rend Orthlieb, together with one Father Starnm,
executed by firing squad for their involvement in the escape of French General Giraud almost
exactly three years earlier.

Held captive by the Germans since19 May 1940, the sixty-three year old General
succeeded, with the help of fellow detainees and several members of the Resistance, in fleeing
from the fortress known as "Kingstone on the Elbe", some 120 miles south of Berlin, on 17
April 1942. After an incredible roundabout rail journey of 500 miles, Giraud arrived in Alsace
on 19 April. RenC Ortlieb, who had often transported escapees in his car, drove the General to
Liebsdorf*, a little Alsatian village in the Jura Mountains. There the local curate, Father
Stamm, sheltered Giraud in the parish house for three nights. Then, guided by a forest ranger
named Kupfer (inEnglish, Copper) Giraud managed to cross the Swiss border. We know the
rest: General Giraud got himself over to North Africa, where alongside the Americans, he
resumed his fight against the Germans.

And -just below the Genealogical Table: RenC Ortlieb's sister, Mar ie Anne AngClique,
born 30 August 1909 in Thann (in Upper Rhine department) and died 12 March 1995 in
Mulhouse (capital of Upper Rhine), was married on 20 October 1930 to Michel Pierre Vogel,
the father o f Ivan Vogel who sent us photos of his uncle Rent. The genealogical information
shown in the Table was taken from Jean-Louis Kleindienst's work "The Ortlieb Families ",
published January 1998 at 18 Hartweg, 68340 Zellerberg, France.
