Dear Cousins:
Iextend to you my most sincere wishes for the Year 2004:

The year 2003 wil l be marked by our association in more ways than one: the passing of

Philippe left us in early May. H e was my godfather, a person whomIsaw regularly,
Pnilippe, that of the father of my wife Chantal, and the consequences for our association.

albeit infrequently - a very positive person whomIadmired for his outgoing spirit towards
others. H e worked for many years on "his" genealogical tree of the Orthlieb fanlily - we spoke
about i t whenever we met. He had always thought that i t would be interesting to somehow
meet those people who had our family name. Little by little, he developed the idea of creating
an association, andIhad helped him to lap out our bylaws. At no time did he want to be
president of such an association, but rather preferred to be a discreet "mover " - the Richelieu
behind the scenes. The Association was created in 1998 - Claude would accept the presidency
and Philippe the secretariat. A little later, for his own personal reasons, Philippe chose to retire
fully to his farm in Montelimar. But i t i s due to him that we today have this structure whereby
we meet under the sole pretext of having the same name. That pretext is, however,
commendable, since our family name i s really not al l that common. Some part of our roots
should connect in the relatively recent past. The association offers us the opportunity to meet
one another, which our everyday lives would otherwise certainly not permit. One iives in
Beziers, another in Beblenheim, or Strasbourg, a third in Dr8me . . .how would we ever meet
one another?

In 2003, Chantal andIhad hoped to meet you all at our hometown in the Chartreuse: St
Laurent du Pont - somewhat distant from our ancestral Alsace. Unfortunately, the
hospitalization o f Chantal's dad, Roger, didn't permit us to fulfill our plans. Roger died on
June 7Ih.

Thanks to Claude, we were nonetheless able to hold our meeting on October 18'" in
Mittelwihr. The Association was well represented there, so we were able to proceed with the
renewal of officers. One outcome was frankly unanticipated - thanks to Caroline Bald-Ortlieb
and Paul Ortlieb - who have respectively agreed to be responsible for our Bulletin and our
finances! Attendees at the meeting lundly chose me as President and asked Claude to continue
to carry out the work of the secretariat, and Catherine to become an officer as well. Many
thanks to all, particularly to Claude, without whom our Association wouldn't have been able to
avoid disintegration. I t ' s a great honor for me to lead this Association with the help of such an
effective team. Ireally think that Philippe would have been pleased with such a development.



Ican't conclude th is message without saluting the constant participation of Fred and
Vera, our American cousins. Both have bcen with us, representing the many Ort(h)liebs in
distant lands.

Report on the General Meet1n.z of the Ort(h)lieb Famjlv Association
Saturday, 18 October 2003 at Mlttlewihr, 1Jpper Rhlne, France

Arrival and welcoming o f participants.

Item#I- Outgoing President's Address;

Resident Claude Ortlieb welcomed the group of members present. H e thanked
Hugtlette for having proposed the venue of Mlttelwihr, as i t had figured in an S ~ Q Vin She most
recent Bulletin as the place from which Michel OrtIieb had left at the start of the 20* century to
go to the United States.

Claude explained how 2003 hadn't been a very good year: from 60 members in 1999 at
Hawt-Koenigsbourg, we are now down to 37; the founding father of our Association, PhiEippe,
passed away on May 8*; Chantal's father passed away; Caroline had a serious operation;
Rene's wife; passed away in March; Hugue:tte's have health problems; internal problems - not
enough candidates for office. Claude reported that the work of being President wasn't
"enormous"; I t consists primarily o f coordination and productjon of the two Bulletins. Claude
then yielded [hiha floor to Fred, who pointed out to us (in French) that there were now 8
American and Canadian members. He'd recontacted about 150 potential members in the US,
among them the grand-daughter of Michel - named Madeline - who made copies of the last
Bulletin for her numerous descendents -including 40 grandchildren. Fred proposes ta send each
of them a copy of the next Bulletin. H e also noted that Karl, son of Robert and Laraine ("'the
Adwral ") has created a website www.orth1ieb.com at which one may now view all our
Bulletins.

Caroline offered to take over production of the Bulletin, and asks that each member
send her articles, suggestions or any sort of interesting photos. W e all thank her for her
interesting proposal - Claude will be sencling herallthe stuff (cover page template, herrildio
shield, etc.) needed to produce it.

Item #2 -Financial Report by treasurer Maxence

First, Max expressed his regrets at having to cancel the planned summer General
Meeting in Chartreuse. H e noted that he has kept the books like a ''father in law'' of the family
association, and handed out copies of a summary table. In QUZ treasury the close of 2003



were about Euro 1,000; the most important expenditures being for the production and
distribution of the Bulletin, and everyone appreciates the good quality and format of the
articles. Dues are covering OUT operating expenses. Accounts are in order and up to date

Claude thanked Max for his work. Fred noted that he would "repatriate " Euro 350 from
the North American account to the "home office " to share in the expense of producing the
Bulletin.

Item #3 -Elections

Claude repeated that he had not received any offers of canldacy, and noted that the
President can only serve two consecutive terms. Claude and Maxence asked Eugene to accept
the office of President. H e said he was honored but could not accept the offer; on the other
hand, he would agree to help Caroline with the Bulletin and to join the administrative council.
Paul offered to serve as 'Treasurer? and then Max was able to offer to serve as President. Fred
offered to continue serving as Vice President, and Catherine asked Claude to continue as
secretary and remain on the administrative council.

So the new Council, by unanimous vote, i s as follows:
President: Maxence
Vice President: Fred
Treasurer: Paul
Secretary : Claude
Bulletin Editor: Caroline
Members: Eugene and Catherine

Maxence proposed that the Association's office remain in Strasbourg, and that he wil l transfer
the association's books to the new treasurer.

Item #4 - The Bulletin

All present agreed that the Bulletin i s essential to our Association, and Maxemce
thanked Claude for his important work in producing and publishing all the bulletins for the past
four years.

Frequency: twice each year, in January and July

1. Information about members (births, marriages, deaths)
2. Information about the Ort(h)lieb Family

Cost: producing and mailing the Bulletin consumes a good portion of our dues income

Item #5 - Recruitment of New Members

one's relations, Claude noted that Erich has a list of 1,709 Ort(h)liebs in Germany, including
their addresses and professions.

Item #6 - New Business

Eugene has worked up a family tree for the descendants of Antoine Ortlieb, using
infarmiltion Esom W,Kleindlenst's booklet and the software code Heredis. H e showed us his
work on a 90 x 300 cm ( 3 x 10 foot) paper scroll and gave several interesting explanations.
